Sonic Car comes to Enfield!

Bloodhound SSC is a unique
engineering adventure.

The mission: to build a UK car capable
of travelling at over 1000mph and inspire
the next generation of scientists and
engineers.

On 25th and 26th February 2010, 900
pupils from Enfield primary and secondary
schools, including special schools took part
in a brand new interactive science show.

Science Made Simple, in partnership
with Enfield Education Business Partnership
took the project on the road. Southgate
College acted as host for the road show. The
project is the UKOs most exciting engineering
project and promoter of Science,
Technology, Engineering and Maths
activities.

In the show students found out how jet
engines work, and the sheer scale of the
forces acting on the car as it drives through
the sound barrier straight into the record
books. They were shown the differences
between normal commercial cars and these
high speed counterparts. And also shown
how engineers will overcome all the
problems they face using logical thinking
and how they could be the engineering
record breakers of tomorrow.

Bloodhound SSC has been designed to
run at speeds up to 1050mph. It is currently
entering the build phase of the programme
and the first attempt is scheduled for summer
2010 - with a target of 800mph. The car will
then be reviewed and modified before
aiming for 1000mph in 2011. Visit
www.bloodhoundssc.com for the latest
developments.
